They took his clothes, beat him up, and went off leaving him
half-dead. Luckily, a priest was on his way down the same road, but when he saw him he angled
across to the other side. Then a Levite religious man showed up; he also avoided the injured man.
33-35"A Samaritan traveling the road came on him. When he saw the man'’s condition, his heart went
out to him. He gave him first aid, disinfecting and bandaging his wounds. Then he lifted him onto his
donkey, led him to an inn, and made him comfortable. In the morning he took out two silver coins
and gave them to the innkeeper, saying, ‘Take good care of him. If it costs any more, put it on my
bill—!I'll pay you on my way back.’

36 "What do you think? Which of the three became a neighbour to the man attacked by robbers?”

37 "The one who treated him kindly,” the religion scholar responded.

Jesus said, “Go and do the same.”

When Jesus was asked a question he often told a story. These stories we call parables and he often used
characters in the story with whom the people listening could connect and understand. In this case the
question “who is my neighbour?” was asked by a religious scholar or lawyer. Some Jewish scholars in Jesus’
time taught people that Samaritans were to be looked down on as being inferior. Jesus is saying very clearly
in this parable this is not the case. God Loves everyone and we should love all our neighbours as he loves us.

How. Ingredients: 100g grated cheddar cheese
50 g plain flour
25 g margarine (or softened butter)
Y4 teaspoon baking powder
Method: Set your oven to Gas Mark 6 (200 2 C)
Lightly grease baking tray.
Process all the ingredients together until they form a dough — be patient, it will
happen given time.
Rest in the fridge for 20 minutes.
Roll out on a floured surface to approximately the thickness of a £1 coin.
Cut into strips (to make cheese straws) — or use cutters. | use my foot shaped cutter and make Cheesy
Feet!
Bake for 10 — 12 minutes until golden and leave to cool (if you can) before eating — Yum!

He wouldn’t look me in the eye - | knew he always looked away......but |
wasn’t expecting how smelly his feet would be. He was so grateful when | washed his feet and he always
smiled at me after that kindness; even when he was back under the arches in Waterloo. It isn’t always easy
to treat people as you would want to be treated yourself.
